SUSPECTED   
CHILD  ABUSE
As an adult involved in basketball, you play a vital role in 
protecting children and young people from abuse and harm.

If you suspect, on reasonable grounds, that a child or young 
person has been abused or is at risk or abuse, you must follow 
the steps below to report your concern.

Abuse is any conduct that 
includes ‘Child Abuse’ 
(physical, sexual, emotional or 
psychological, neglect, exposure 
to family violence), ‘Grooming’, 
‘Supply of alcohol or drugs’.
